CHRISTCHURCH-WAITROSE CAR PARK: [GR: SZ 158 931] cross to CR, A 35(T) By-Pass,
and follow to RBT…Keep L to end of CR, under Railway Bridge (#BURTON – B3347)… Next R
(# BURTON-Martins Hill Lane)…@ X, SO (# no signpost-Summers Lane)…@ T, L (# Bransgore-
Hawthorn Road)…2ND R (# no signpost-Lyndhurst Road)…2ND R (# Highcliffe-Lyndhurst Road)…
@ X, SO with care (# HOLMSLEY)…Up steady climb for 1.4mls…2ND L (# HOLMSLEY-Campsite)
and follow through for 1.2mls…@ X, R  (# BURLEY-Pound Lane) and follow through for 1.8mls to
Forest Teahouse on R.

……Leave Forest Teahouse, R…@ Burley Cross T, R (# Brockenhurst) and immed. L (# Burley
Church-Chapel Lane)…next L (# Ringwood via Ford-Forest Road)…@ T, R (# no signpost) up short
rise and bear L (# Crow)…next L (# BAGNUM-Charles Lane)…@ T, L & immed. L at T (# signpost
missing-Bransgore)…3RD R (# NORTH RIPLEY)…@ 3RD X, SO with care (# no signpost-Harpway
Lane)…@ T, R and immed. L (# no signposts-Bockhampton Road “The Lamb PH”)…next R (# no
signpost-Tin Yard Lane)…@ T, R & immed. R at next T (# no signposts-Hawthorn Road)…2ND R
(# CHRISTCHURCH-Summers Lane)…@ X, SO (# CHRISTCHURCH-Martins Hill Lane)…@ T, L
(# CHRISTCHURCH-Stoney Lane B3347)…pass under Railway Bridge and R with care, to join By-
Pass CR and Finish at the CHRISTCHURCH-WAITROSE STORE CAR PARK.
